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NOROO presents the 'MIRAGE' exhibition during Milan Design Week from the 17th to the 23rd of April 2023. 
After the great success in the previous 'TIDES' exhibition which had won ‘2019 Red Dot Design Award’ in the Brand & Communication category, the company continues its colorful story with a new installation in MDW 2023.
This immersive installation has been planned and directed by ‘NMDS’ (NOROO Milan Design Studio) in collaboration with ‘uauproject’ can be found via Novi 5, the Tortona Design District.
Established in 1945, the company has been one of the iconic Korea's representative general fine chemical companies, producing products as paint, ink, resin, and plastics, and also has continued various brand & marketing  activities related to colors. 
Every year, ‘NSDS’ (NOROO Seoul Design Studio), the in-house color institute in the company, announces and suggests yearly color trends in design, art, architecture, and the mobility sector with its trend book ‘COVER ALL’.  
For 2023 MDW, NMDS demonstrates multisensory exhibition titled ‘MIRAGE’ which has been inspired from the COVER ALL Vol.07 ‘Flexibility’, of which sub five tendencies are ‘unclosed’, ‘intertextuality & overlapping’, ‘extension’, ‘repetition’ and ‘imaginable’. The theme has been constituted not only for escaping from uncertainty and anxieties but also for giving opportunities people a moment of healing in a memorable way to refreshing the mind. 
‘Flexibility’ starts from the fundamental uncertainty of changes and the question of what would be our best demeanor for survival and development in a time of both hope & conflict. Strategic flexibility is the most necessary attitude and strategy at this point in order to survive and overcome the uncertain future and anxiety caused by global climate change, natural disasters, political and economic instability, as well as uneasy cohabitation with Covid-19.  
NMDS choose ‘forest’ for delivering the right feeling and the closest concept of ‘Flexibility’ in COVER ALL. Because of its mysterious inviolability and light, balance, wisdom and harmony, and its ability to make nature and different ecosystems coexist together. Forest is the base inspiration of this exhibition.  Throughout the artificialized and abstracted space of forest, visitors look back at themselves walking in the middle of the curious space created by overlapping and repetition, asking their own questions on how to get through this unpredictable time, full of hope and conflict.  

‘MIRAGE’ is the metaphoric theme of this new healing and refresh experience, which is regarded as an optical illusion, but on the other hand, it might be considered it is nature's way of showing us hope in times that seem particularly challenging. Usually, a mirage is known as mainly occurring in the desert, yet it arises in many places, even in extremely cold climates, in forests, and even in the mountains. This space welcomes visitors who want to experience escape from mundane existence through the relaxation provided by light and color. 

The venue invites visitors into a multisensory experience where can explore plenty of paths of iridescent colors and infinite reflections penetrating prisms of light in collaboration with uauproject's eco-sustainable 3D print artworks.  

The exhibition takes place in a nocturnal space with boundaries and light intersecting irregularly that leads beyond consciousness to a dreamlike space. Visitors can have curious experiences such as solitude, protection, amazement, and healing withstanding vertigo while the area repeats endless reflections and refraction.
Enjoy the feast of light and space where the typical world and the untypical world collide between the prism reaching above and the totemic object, which embodied a hidden nature.
